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Hypothalamus


Is responsible for the stimulation to release TSH. 


To stimulate the release of TSH, TRH is released by it.


Pituitary Gland


The release of TRH sends a signal to the Pituitary Gland. 


This gland sends a signal to the thryoid to secrete TSH. 


Thyroid


It recieves signals to create T3 and T4 chemicals.


These chemicals increase the secretion and creation of TSH.
